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· How to entice people to take surveys? 
· Teresa Lloro-Bidart responded that they give out rubber duckies to elementary school students attending their Community Climate fair and that this works really well.  She added to keep the survey tool very simple, such as: “Something I learned today was…, Something I already knew was….., Something I liked most today was…..”.  Keep the focus on qualitative information.  She also mentioned that she uses interviews a lot to get perspectives, help reconstruct events, allow for gathering different info that may have been missed with a more quantitative tool.  Suggested using multilingual evaluators if possible.
· Asked about informed consent from IRB:
·  Teresa answered that they do submit protocols to their IRB.  Working on Indian reservations is different however.  She stressed that with the reservations, trust must be there already.  
· Gillian Roehrig added that she spends a lot of time ahead of events on reservations to form trust.  
· Joelle Clark added that they get the Navaho Nation HRB to approve their instruments ahead of time and that it requires a lot of lead time to get approval, so start early.  They have not had success getting surveys approved by Hopi Tribe and so do not use survey tools with this group.
· Aaron Ellison mentioned that by the time he realized that he was to do surveys and that NASA had not already gotten IRB approval it was too let to use the surveys.  Many in attendance agreed that it would be great if NASA already had their own IRB approval it would be much easier or quicker to get the surveys approved for use with their programs.
· Kathy Berry-Bertram added that she must get approval of survey tools PRIOR to even applying for a proposal.  Once approved she will take the tool to a teacher and if they do not want to use the tool she will document why they don’t.  Also, she suggested if it is approved by your organization and you have difficulty getting tribal approval, take the tool to the school principal and ask if it may be used.  Again, if they know you and think you trustworthy you shouldn’t have a problem.  She also suggested gathering teacher, elder, or scientist observations of how students are doing to circumvent troubles with permission to gather student direct data.
